The current fire and life safety provision  has multiple deficiencies in all areas and as such this FRA must be  considered  as the start of guidance and support for the site, it is essential that the client   or RP  has an appreciation  of the general situation.    The new requirements have been implemented to ensure residents safety and their awareness of the current fire  safety instructions set out for their building , t hese became mandatory on 7th July 2022, and will be enforced from  January 2023, allowing both the  RP  and any enforcing authorities the time to implement the changes.   A fire st rategy  has been  written for the site  as part of the updated fire and life safety program   but needs to  better reflect the SEN and disability requirements across the site and should be re - visited upon completion of  the works from the action plan in this report.
